France: State schools
1. Apply to sit the concours de Professor des Ecoles in the region in which you wish to teach, details for the regions are on:

You will need to contact the Académie for the region to find out the date of this exam.  This is a very competitive exam and you need to be well prepared and familiar with the curriculum see

The exams are held once a year and you will need to travel to France to the  relevant region to sit it. 

You can apply to sit the exam in  two different regions. 

If you pass the exam, you are awarded a grade and a teacher’s number and points for the specific region. 

Based on your points, you will be assigned to a school within that region.  Once you have gained experience, you will accumulate points and can apply for a transfer to another school in the region.  
You should also check out the Académie for the relevant region as education is regionalized in France e.g.

The Rectorat within the Académie is responsible for the placement of  teachers in state schools. 
For private schools, which include international school and Catholic schools, you apply directly to the school and forward a CV and your qualifications.
