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Teaching Fellowship - Psychology

Eligibility 

Post-doctoral candidates are eligible to apply, as are those nearing completion of their 
doctoral studies. Preference will be given to those with specialism in developmental 
and/or educational psychology and to applicants with some lecturing experience. 

 

Duties and Responsibilities 

The successful applicant will undertake an average of 6-8 hours per week of teaching at 

undergraduate level and (where appropriate) postgraduate level. This will involve 
contributing to modules on the BSc Psychology (in partnership with DCU), BA in Human 
Development, Graduate Diploma in Education (Primary Teaching) and BEd as 

appropriate, leading tutorials and seminars, setting and marking course work, setting 
and marking examinations, supervision of undergraduate theses and being available for 
student consultation. The successful applicant will attend meetings of the Human 

Development, the Foundation Disciplines in Education and the Psychology teams as 
requested. The teaching fellow will be available for the equivalent of at least 2 ½ days 
per week on campus. 

Award Period 

It is anticipated that this Fellowship will commence the 26th September 2011 for a 

period of 10 months. 

Value 

The value of the Teaching Fellowship will be a stipend of €22,000 (post-doctoral) and
