The College
St Patrick’s College is one of the major Colleges of Education in Ireland. It was established in 1875 as a Catholic teacher training College. The College offers a range of Education and Humanities programmes including B.A., B.Ed., Graduate Diploma, M.Ed., M.A., Ph.D. and a Doctorate in Education. 

Since 1993, the College has been a College of Dublin City University and all courses are accredited by the University. The number of staff and students has increased substantially in recent years. At present, the number of students is over 2,400 and the number of full-time academic staff is approximately 120. In addition to the main buildings, the campus also houses student residences, the Educational Research Centre, the Drumcondra Education Centre for teachers, the Centre for Early Childhood Development and Education and a crèche.

· Staffing

The French Department currently has four permanent members of staff, two of whom are native speakers. A number of part-time staff also contribute to the Department’s work
· Research interests in the Department include:

Autobiography and Autofiction; 20th-century Prose Fiction; Modern Poetry, Poetics, Prosody, Versification poetics; Narrative Semiotics; Sociology of the Stranger; Student Mobility and Cross-cultural Adaptation; Intercultural Communications; Ethnography; African and Francophone Literature in French; Modern French Theatre; Travel Literature.

Teaching – Undergraduate

The French Department teaches a variety of courses in French language, literature and culture to students on the B.A. and B.Ed. programmes.

Literature courses cover all periods from 17th to 21st Century and includes the study of all major genres.

Option courses are available to students in 3rd Year.

A full range of IT and language laboratory provides the opportunity for both class and individual work in language.

A course in language teaching methodology prepares students for teaching French in Primary School.

Students are encouraged to spend at least 3 months in a French-speaking country in the course of their studies. Opportunities exist for 3-month exchanges under the Erasmus scheme, and also for 1-year Assistantships in both Primary and Junior Secondary schools in France. A B.Ed. International qualification is also available.

The Department has always been heavily involved in student exchanges, which are seen as an indispensable part of education for world citizenship, as well as an essential tool for acquisition of competency in a foreign language.

More recently, the Department has had a major input into the Modern Languages in the Primary School Pilot Project.

· Teaching – Postgraduate

Possibilities exist for study towards a taught M.A or M.Ed. or an M.A. by major thesis.
