ACADEMIC RESEARCH REPORT

JANUARY-DECEMBER 2003

Introduction

The Academic Council Research Committee presents its eighth annual Academic Research Report. The document lists research completed, published and/or delivered by full-time members of academic staff during the calendar year 2003, or which was not included in previous Annual Research Reports. In addition, recently appointed full-time academic staff members have been invited to submit details of work completed in the previous three years. Sixty-seven members of academic staff have now entered their details on the Research Support System (Genius) from which this report is drawn, although not all included research-relevant data. Some, for example, entered information in the ‘key words’ section only, others have not included data on 2002. Nonetheless, entries from 51 members of academic staff are included in this report, 29 from the Faculty of Education, and 22 from Humanities. This is a significant increase on the number that entered data last year. All departments in both the faculties are represented, as the following table indicates:

The report indicates that members of academic staff published forty-two books and  forty-five articles and chapters in books or journals in the period covered by the report. 

Not all active researchers in the College have entered data on the Research Support System (Genius), and some are therefore are not represented in this report, which is drawn from it. The significant increase in the number that has provided information over that of 2002 indicates that many of the initial difficulties that the System created for members of academic staff have been overcome, although the System is not as yet sufficiently customised to take account of the College’s strong humanities  orientation. Negotiations are ongoing with a view to adapting it to take account of needs. The process of entering the information remains time-consuming. However, the benefits of having that information available globally to peer researchers and the system’s ability to provide information on research projects and funding make the initial effort worthwhile. In addition, the System provides an efficient mechanism for promoting this College’s research. Therefore the inclusion of the largest number of the College’s successful researchers is vitally important. Perhaps the provision of administrative assistance specificallyfor entering data should be considered, in the best interests of the College.

Because of the significance that funding bodies, including the EU, the HEA and the OECD, attribute to collaborative research, an innovation in this year’s report is to list separately details of collaborative projects. They are included at the end of this report. Among the collaborative research projects currently in hand are 11 related to education, including learning disabilities, and 2 on teaching; 2 on digital technology and education; and 2 on the arts. Partners in these initiatives include EU universities, Media-Lab Europe, members of the HII, cross-border colleges and universities and inter-college of education consortia.

While the research report traditionally has not included details of graduate research activity, it has now become a significant element of College research and is crucial in the ongoing process of creating a critical mass of researchers in areas in which SPCD has unique expertise. It is appropriate, therefore that this report should flag the progress in this field. The number of students registered for research-degree programmes in Humanities and Education has increased four-fold in 3 years. At present the College has registered 12 research students Humanities and 20 research students in Education. Of these 1 is from the United States, and 1 from Sweden. They include 3 postdoctoral fellows; 2 doctoral fellows of the Centre for Early Childhood and Development Education (CECDE); 2 IRCHSS doctoral fellows; and 2 research fellows sponsored by Kelloggs. In addition the IRSCSS has awarded two members of staff a senior fellowship and a fellowship respectively. Thirteen additional applications for entry to research degree programmes are under consideration at present. Since 2002 6 students have been awarded research degrees up to doctorate level. This year (2004) another 2 have completed the requirements for the award of research degrees, and one further student has indicated her intention to defend her dissertation in the near future. The supervision of research degrees is now significant to the College’s pursuit of academic excellence, and the issue of how best to recognise this task as part of the academic staff’s workload is at under the consideration of Management Committee. It is important that it integrated into the work of academic staff, and that the time spent on it be fully acknowledged as part of the academic workload.

The College’s research infrastructure currently includes the position of College Research Coordinator (a half position); the establishment of a research fellowship/fellowships which may be awarded annually to members of academic staff; an annual scholarship, which may be awarded to a research student of the College; and two research fellowships supported by a commercial body; a scheme of paid leave of absence for research purposes; the provision of 1% of the College’s annual budget for research-related activities; the publication of an annual College-wide research report; the provision of €635 annually for members of staff to attend conferences; research skills programmes for staff and research students; financial support or support in kind for full-time members of academic staff who are studying for research degrees, registered either in this College or in other institutions; the provision of seminars on approaches to funding. Some aspects of the College’s support for research is in line with that to be found in other academic institutions. However, much remains to be done to coordinate the various aspects of the budget allotted to research and to review the strategic plan for research. This work will be undertaken in association with the newly-established Strategic Planning Committee.

The members of the College Research Committee, Dr Liam Mac Mathuna (chairman), Dr Seán Carey, Dr Alan English, Mr Tom Halpin, Dr Jones Irwin, Dr Carla King, Professor Heather Ruskin, Dr Ciaran Sugrue and I, thank all those who responded to the request for information and congratulate them on their achievements. The Committee wishes to express its thanks in particular to Sabine O’Dwyer of the College administrative staff, who was assisted by Ms Sharon King. Their initiative, commitment, insight and technical skills made an invaluable contribution to this report.
