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Biographies
Dr. Hugh Starkey is Course Leader for University of London External Programmes and Institute of Education MA in Education (Citizenship/History) by distance learning. His research is interdisciplinary and relates to intercultural education, education to promote democratic citizenship based on human rights, in the contexts both of citizenship or social studies as school subjects and language learning and teaching. It addresses questions of syllabus and curriculum design, pedagogy and education policy issues. His research is closely linked to the needs of educational professionals working in schools, education ministries and local authorities, NGOs and international organisations. He is the author and editor of many books on democratic citizenship and intercultural education.
Gerison Landsdown is an international consultant and writer on children’s rights. She was the founder and first director, in 1992, of the Children’s Rights Alliance for England, established to promote implementation of the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child.  She was the principal drafter of the landmark document – A Human Rights Based Approach to Education for All- which was jointly published by UNICEF and UNESCO in 2007.

Dr. Dympna Devine is a senior lecturer in the School of Education, University College Dublin, where she is Director of the structured Ph.D programme. She lectures in the areas of sociology of education, sociology of childhood and advanced research skills training.  Chair of the Egalitarian World Initiative  (EWI) research cluster on Children's Rights, she has published nationally and internationally in the new social studies of childhood,  children's rights, citizenship and welfare, with a particular focus on children's participation/voice, identities and belonging in and through the education system.  Her most recent work has focused on the experiences of migrant children and processes of inclusion/exclusion in Irish education and she is currently completing work on the experiences of immigrant parents.   

On 20th November 2009, the international community will celebrate the 20th anniversary of the adoption of the Convention on the Rights of the Child (CRC) by the United Nations General Assembly.
