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Teaching and Learning Funding for Professional Development 2011-2012
What is the funding for?

The allocation of funding for the above initiative is designed to promote professional development in teaching and learning at third level for staff at institutional, inter-institutional and subject level.  Funded by the HEA under the Support for Teaching Initiative, the scheme supports key actions as stated in the College Strategic Plan.

The funding is designed to enable the recipients to take part in projects, courses and workshops and engage in other such activities that might contribute to developing their expertise in teaching and learning at third level, during and beyond the academic year of the application.  

What are the criteria and processes for receiving funding?

In line with the College Strategic Plan, funding will be allocated to proposed professional development projects that meet the following criteria:

· Development of the teaching and learning expertise of the applicant(s) at institutional, inter- institutional and subject level;

· Dissemination of good practice in teaching and learning at institutional, national and international levels;

· Enhancement of the students’ experiences of teaching and learning at institutional level.

Conference attendance will not usually be funded.

A sub-committee of the Teaching and Learning Committee will assess applications against these criteria within three weeks of receipt of the application.

What will be required of me should I receive funding?

It is envisaged that recipients of the funding will be involved in future dissemination of information on the funded activities. For example, previous recipients have presented workshops / presentations on their activities following funding awards. The college Teaching and Learning website is also a forum for such dissemination. 
How much can I apply for?

There is a cap on funding of €2000 per application. You should accurately cost the activity in which you wish to participate and submit this for the committee’s consideration.
